The last in-class work day for altered books is Wednesday, April 15th.  However, altered books – along with your artist’s statement and self-evaluation - will be turned in and shared with the class on Friday, April 17th.  This is a 200 point assignment.  How are you doing so far?  Thirteen questions to ask yourself:

HAVE YOU YET INCLUDED …
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1. YOUR interpretation and analysis of The Book Thief?  
2. Both WORDS and images?

a. Many of the words in your altered book need to be yours (and not quotations).  

b. While lists or single sentences are sometimes adequate, you should also have full paragraphs of analysis throughout your altered book.

3. Evidence from the text (i.e. Zusak's language)? 

a. Have you incorporated carefully chosen quotations from The Book Thief? 

4. Proper quotation citation form?

a. Are you using quotations marks and giving both the author’s last name and the page number parenthetically? 

b. Example:  "Blah, blah, blah" (Zusak 37). 
5. Analysis of a victim triangle situation?

a. Have you described the situation, and analyzed why other characters became upstanders/rescuers or remained bystanders?  

b. Drawing the triangle (and identifying the roles each character assumed) is one way to start, but it’s only a start!
6. Deep analysis of characters (through triangle or otherwise)?

7. Literary devices?

a. Are you identifying examples of Zusak’s literary devices that you chose, not just ones you copied off the class handout?

b. Are you analyzing these devices and explaining how they enhance the readers’ experience?
8. Proper grammar?

a. The title of Markus Zusak’s book is The Book Thief (underlined or italicized, three words).  Do you spell thief correctly?
b. Are proper nouns capitalized?  (Holocaust, Jew, Zusak, Molching, Hans, Rudy, Liesel, etc.)

c. Are character names properly spelled? (Liesel, Hans Hubermann, Ilsa Hermann, etc.)
9. Discussion of a theme (or themes) of The Book Thief?  

10. A meaningful title?  

11. Artistic elements in a variety of materials?
12. Connections to your life or to the world?
13. Something to evoke amazement (in your teacher or classmates)? 
You should have 13 separate entries in your altered book.   List the drafts and/or plans for each entry below!  

(The entries don’t have to be listed in the order that you will put them in your altered book.)
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
