Objective: Students will understand TONE and MOOD in narrative writing

10 min: SSW: .. where the houses were the color of bad weather
7 min: Sharing of SSW

2 min: Announce: Quiz and booktalk over 2nd summer reading will be Thursday and Friday.

1 min: Distribute “Salvador Late or Early Handout.”

4 min: Read aloud. 

15 min: Creatively divide Ss into groups.

Each group will do an in-depth analysis of the text. “Go deeper than observation.” Literary analysis is not a scavenger hunt.  T will monitor and check for understanding. 

15 min: Students will present. T: “What else?” All students will annotate for each specific AP Analysis Term.

Allow other students to contribute as each group finished the presentation.

Assign homework: Write a character sketch in which you choose a TONE, then apply all your writing skills to emphasize that tone.

In class practice: Create a character or situation. Choose a tone word at random. Craft a sentence which has that tone. Do it again for another tone. Then, students work either individually or with a partner to craft tone-specific sentences.
