Sentences
Notes from A1, October 28, 2012

A complete sentence has a subject and a predicate. A sentence must be a complete thought.
A predicate is a verb phrase.

There are three kinds of sentences: simple, compound and complex.

Simple: one subject + one predicate

I walked.

Write a simple sentence.

I walked the dog.

I jogged home.

Compound: one or two subjects + 2 predicates joined by a conjunction. A compound sentence was two independent clauses.
I went home and (I) did my homework.

Write a compound sentence.

I cleaned my room and watched TV at the same time.

My dog started eating me and I screamed.

 An independent clause has one subject plus one predicate.  It can be a complete sentence on its own or it can be joined with another independent clause to make a compound sentence.  It can also be joined with a dependent clause to make a complex sentences.

What type of sentence is: Sally and Jane went to the store to buy watermelon?

Simple sentence (with a compound subject).

Complex: one or two subjects + 2 predicates. A complex sentence has one independent clause and one (or more) dependent clauses.

I feel great this morning because I went to yoga.

Label the subjects and predicates. Label the dependent and independent clauses.

A dependent clause has a subject and a predicate, but is not a complete thought and cannot stand alone as a sentence.

Write a complex sentence.

I am tired today because I got little sleep.

Today I went to riding because it is Friday.

Because I ate too much candy, I am sick today.

Stump the class.  Come up with a sentence and we’ll break it down and label it.

Jack and Jill went up the hill and Jill fell on top of Jack. Compound.

I chose neither burgers nor fries. Simple.

I ducked as the pie flew towards my face. Complex.
