Sentences
A sentence must have a subject and predicate and must be a complete thought.
A predicate is a verb phrase. It explains what the subject is doing.

There are three types of sentences: simple, compound and complex.

A simple sentence has one subject and one predicate.

I eat pie.

Write some simple sentences. Underline the subject once and the predicate twice.

I love cats.

I watch TV.

George can swim.

A clause has a subject and a predicate. 

An independent clause, of course, has a subject and a predicate.  An independent clause is a complete thought. An independent clause can be a sentence by itself or it can join with other independent or dependent clauses. An independent clause by itself is a simple sentence.
I like trains.

A dependent clause has a subject and a predicate, but it relies on an independent clause to make a complete thought and a complete sentence.

Because I like trains.
A compound sentence has two (or more) independent clauses joined by a conjunction.

I like to eat pie and watch tv.

I am eleven and I go to Kealing.

I named my dog Spot and Ms. Roy named hers Bird.
A complex sentence has an independent clause and a dependent clause.

I am full of energy because I went to 6 am yoga.

I am having a sugar rush because I ate five cinnamon rolls.
